THINKING MONTH INFORMATION:

Girl Guides were formed in 1910 by Robert Baden-Powell, with the assistance of his
sister Agnes Baden-Powell. After his marriage in 1912, his wife Olave Baden-Powell
took a leading role in the development of Girl Guiding and Girl Scouting.

As the movement spread, independent national Guiding associations were set up;
however, a need for international cooperation was felt. In 1919 an International Council
was formed and in 1920 the first International Conference was held in England. After
the 1926 International Conference the Baden-Powells were approached about setting
up a formal association and in 1928 the World Association of Girl Guides and Girl
Scouts was founded. The member organizations continue to meet every three years
(initially every two years) at World Conferences.

World Thinking Day

World Thinking Day was first created in 1926 at the fourth Girl Guide/Girl Scout
International Conference, held at Girl Scouts of the USA’'s Camp Edith Macy (how
called Edith Macy Conference Center). Conference attendees decided that there should
be a special day when Girl Scouts and Girl Guides all around the world think of each
other and give thanks and appreciation to the “sister” Girl Scouts. The delegates chose
February 22 as the date for Thinking Day because it was the mutual birthday of Lord
Baden-Powell, founder of the Boy Scout movement, and his wife Olave, who served as
World Chief Guide.

In 1932, at the seventh World Conference, held in Poland, a Belgian delegate
suggested that since birthdays usually involve presents, girls could show their
appreciation and friendship on Thinking Day not only by extending warm wishes but
also by offering a voluntary contribution to the World Association. This is how the World
Association’s Thinking Day Fund began. The fund helps offer Girl Guiding/Girl Scouting
to more girls and young women worldwide. Girl Scouts of the USA, through its Juliette
Low World Friendship Fund, gives to the Thinking Day Fund.

To emphasize the global aspect of Thinking Day, members at the 30 World
Conference, held in Ireland in 1999, changed the name Thinking Day to World
Thinking Day.

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The World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts (WAGGGS) is a global
association supporting the female-oriented and female-only Scouting organizations in
144 countries. It was established in 1928 and has its headquarters in London, England.
It is the counterpart of the World Organization of the Scout Movement (WOSM).

The mission of WAGGGS is to enable girls and young women to develop their fullest

potential as responsible citizens of the world, teach leadership, and instill values.

Our Chalet , in Adelboden, Switzerland;

Storrow. It has only been closed to the
public once, during World War Il when it
was used as a military training and
refugee center.

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World Thinking Day 2008

February 22, World Thinking Day, is when Girl Guides and
Girl Scouts all over the world celebrate the joint birthdays of
Lord and Lady Baden-Powell. It reminds us that we are all
members of a global organization for girls and women and to
think about our sisters in other parts of the world.

World Thinking Day 2008 Theme

This year's World Thinking Day theme is “Water” , focusing on the aspects of water and
sanitation that affect the health of girls and young women in all parts of the world.

Thinking Day Water Activities

It's a Small World

In Canada, each person uses over 300 litres of water each day. That’s about 3 bathtubs
full. In Africa, each person uses about 3 litres of water each day, about a bucket full.
Many children in the world today do not have clean water to drink. Some school children
in Africa are learning how to clean water with the help of the sun. Here is how you can
do it.

1. Mix a small amount of dirt into 1 litre of water.
2. Pour the dirty water into a large bowl.

3. Put a glass in the centre of the bowl.

4. Put the bowl into a plastic bag and seal it shut.
5. Put a rock on the plastic over the glass.

6. Leave in the sun.

How Much Water Do We Use

Ask the girls to list the ways they use water in one day. Have them estimate the amount
of water they think they use for one full day.
For example, they should record how long their shower was and the number of times
they flushed the toilet.
Once they have their list, assign the following measurement and add the total.

« Average water usage

« Drinking water: 1 cup is 250 mL

« Brushing teeth with water running: 15 litres per minute

« Hand washing: 15 litres per minute

- Shower: 19 litres per minute. (The average shower is 8 minutes long.)

« Bath: 115-190 litres, depending on the size of the tub and how full it is

Ways to Save Water

» Check taps and toilets for leaks

» Take short showers or shallow baths

« Turn the tap off when brushing teeth

- Use a little water in the sink to wash hands, fruits and vegetables

+ Keep a jug of drinking water in the fridge

- Collect rainwater to water plants

Hina Matsuri — Kimonos (Guide)
Page 34 — A World of Ideas (UK Guide Association)

The Japanese doll festival of Hina Matsuri is celebrated on March 3. The traditionally
dressed dolls used in the Hina Matsuri festival are not toys, but ceremonial figures of
great value. Dolls are also displayed on Children’s Day (May 5) and are usually samurai
figures dressed as feudal warriors. The two festivals are often combined.

Materials:
cloths
pins;
SCissors;
origami paper or wrapping paper;
glue;
black marker and
construction paper or scrap cloth for sash.

Kimonos — Have a kimono evening where everyone can dress up in a Japanese
costume. Use dressing gowns for kimonos and long scarves for the sashes — obies. The
girls can wear white socks with no shoes and carry Japanese fans.

Kokeshi Dolls (Spark/Brownie)
Page 134 — The Kids Multicultural Art Book

Dolls are an important part of many Japanese festivals. One type of doll, the Koeshi
(ko-KE-shee), is made of a long, round piece of wood, usually from the dogwood tree,
and has a large, round head. Kokeshi dolls have no arms or legs, and their faces, hair,
and clothing are all painted on with bright colours.
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Materials :
toilet paper roll;
Styrofoam ball or 3” ball made from used aluminium foil;
paper-mache mixture;
newspaper strips;
tempera paint in small cups (white, black);
acrylic gloss varnish;
printed origami or wrapping paper;
construction paper (any colour);
small piece of yarn or string;
paintbrushes;
pencil; glue
scissors

Directions:

1. Glue the foil ball to one end of the toilet paper roll.

2. Use paper-mache to cover the ball. Let dry.

3. Paint the whole doll with white paint with a bit of acrylic varnish mixed in. Let
dry.

4. Mix a small amount of black paint with acrylic varnish. Paint on hair, eyes,
nose and mouth as in the picture. Let dry.

5. Draw the kimono pattern onto the printed-paper and cut out. Wrap the kimono
around the doll, overlapping the front, and glue into place. Make a sash out of
construction paper and glue it down. Tie a small piece of yarn around the sash
for the belt.
