This 20" Anniversary challenge is designed just for Sparks to create interest through
a “sampler” of program activities. In addition, it also offers new activity ideas to try
with your Sparks Unit. The best part about this challenge is that you can modify or
adjust the activities to suit your Unit's needs, size and abilities

To complete The Share and Be a Friend Challenge , Sparks and their Guiders
should work together to choose one activity from three of the program keepers.

You can do a Spark Brainstorm by asking Sparks what kinds of activities they would
want to do if they were to “Share and Be a Friend”. Record all their thoughts and
look through the challenges and see which ones most reflect their interests. This allows the Sparks to be
involved in the process from the very beginning and ensures that Sparks are being engaged in a
meaningful way. Don't forget to look closely at the program book — you may have achieved more than
expected! Once you have completed the challenge you can buy the Challenge crest at your Guiding store
or online and present it to the Sparks.

Global Youth Service Day April 24-26 2009

Once again GGC is encouraging Members across Canada to carry out service projects as part of the
Global Youth Service Day Challenge. Global Youth Service Day (GYSD) is the largest annual celebration
of young volunteers in the world, promoting youth understanding of their communities’ needs and leading
them to take action. For this challenge, your Unit will need to organize or join a community service project
on GYSD, April 24 to 26, 2009.

Celebrated every April 22, Earth Day is the largest, most celebrated

environmental event worldwide. More than 6 million Canadians join 500 million people in over
180 countries in staging events and projects to address local environmental issues. This is the
time to discuss the 3 R. s with your units.

Recycling is when an object can be shredded, melted or otherwise processed and then turned
into new raw material -- for example: aluminum cans can be melted down to make more cans,
glass can make more glass, cardboard and paper make more cardboard and paper, plastic
bags and containers can be turned into other plastic products like polar fleece clothing.

Reusing is when you find a use for an existing item - like decorating a bag and using it as a gift
bag instead of buying wrapping paper; putting leftovers into a clean container from some other

food; turning a used box into storage; decorating a can to hold pencils; saving packing peanuts
and boxes and using them the next time you need to ship something or give a gift.

Remember it is important teeuse items wisely. Giving things in good condition tlyau no
longer need to charity is a good way to reuse thiikg outgrown clothing or toys. Reusing is
often the best way to save resources. This is $onteto consider year-round, not just during
Earth month.

CRAFTS

PLANET EARTH

The beauty of this project is that no two will ever be alike! Every child’s creation will be
completely unique. You can use this delicate but pretty recycled-crayon craft to teach children
that the earth is also delicate and we need to look after it.

What you'll need:

Crayons in blue and green, brown and white are optional
Scissors

Wax paper

Paper towel

Iron

String

How to make it :

Lay a piece of wax paper out flat on the work surface.

Use a drinking cup or other stencil to draw a circle on the wax paper.

Parents should shave the crayons using the blade on a pair of scissors or the edge of a
knife.

Have your child place the different colored crayon shavings within the circle however
they like. Blue for water, green and brown for land, white for cloud formations.

Cut a piece of string about twelve-inches long. Double the string over and place the
open ends together, lay them onto the crayon shavings. [When the shavings melt in the
following steps, the string will be melded into the cooled crayon to form your hanger.]
Place another piece of wax paper on top of the crayon shavings being careful not to
disturb the shavings.

Place a piece of paper towel on top of the wax paper.
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With iron on low setting, a grown up can apply heat to melt the crayon shavings. Allow it
to cool completely.

Once cooled, use scissors to trim the creation into a circle, trimming off any excess if
necessary. Be very careful not to cut your string!

Carefully peel off one side of the wax paper, then the other.

Hang in a window.

The finished project is very delicate. Use this opportunity to discuss how our Earth is delicate as
well and we should treat it with respect by recycling, throwing away our trash (not littering!) and
conserving energy by closing doors and turning off lights.

BIRD FEEDER
Materials:
1 litre pop bottle with lid 3/16 th inch wooden dowel — 7 inches long
bird seed craft knife
22 gauge wire 1 m artificial flowers r
Directions:

Just below the curved top of a plastic pop bottle use craft knife to cut 2" x on opposite sides of
bottle.

About 1 inch above them cut our ¥4” square seed ports.

Slide the 7” dowel through one bottom X and out the other side X. Tape over the seed ports.

Cut 1/8” X’s on the outside of four of the bottles feet and feed 2 [18” lengths of 22 gauge wire into
one hole and out the opposite one.

Gather wires together above the bottle and twist with a pair of pliers to form a hanging Loop.
Twist fake flowers around the wires on bottom of bottle. Fill bottle with wild birdseed then screw
top on tightly when full of birdseed.

Hang outside in a tree and removed tape from seed portals so the birds can enjoy.

BABY FOOD JAR GARDEN PAPERWEIGHTS

These pretty little flower gardens are perfect for Mother's Day, birthdays, or just to celebrate
springtime. Make one for your teacher, too!

What you'll need:

Small silk flowers ‘ | P)

Rolling pin

White craft glue or hot glue gun

Green play dough or green modeling clay (* you can use our homemade play dough
see recipe below)

How to make it:

1. If using the homemade play dough, follow recipe instructions below.
2. Roll out the play dough or clay with rolling pin.
3. Using the mouth of the jar as a cookie cutter, cut out a circle. If you use the lid as the

cookie cutter you will not be able to close your jar when the time comes.

Glue the play dough or clay into the lid.

Stick flowers into the dough or clay. If using play dough, set lids aside to dry and harden
over night.

Screw the lid onto the jar, carefully inserting the flowers into the jar.

Decorate the lid however you like. (We used a scrap of felt then tied a piece of ribbon
on.)

To start, slide 4 pink beads on a 30" piece of craft wire. Slide to middle.

Slide 4 more beads on the right hand strand then slide the left hand strand through the
same beads in the opposite direction.

Slide 4 more beads on the right hand strand then slide the left hand strand through the
same beads in the opposite direction.

Continue until you have woven all 11 rows. Don't forget to change colors for the eyes and
nose.

On the last row, make into a loop and weave the ends back through the first row, then the
second row to secure. Trim.

To make the ears :

1. Slide a pink bead on an 18" piece of craft wire. Slide to middle.



2. Slide 2 more beads on the right hand strand then slide the left hand strand through the
same beads in the opposite direction.

3. Slide 1 pink, 1 white and 1 more pink bead on the right hand strand then slide the left
hand strand through the same beads in the opposite direction.

4. Slide 1 pink, 1 white and 1 more pink bead on the right hand strand then slide the left
hand strand through the same beads in the opposite direction.

5. Slide 1 pink, 1 white and 1 more pink bead on the right hand strand then slide the left
hand strand through the same beads in the opposite direction.

6. Slide 2 more beads on the right hand strand then slide the left hand strand through the
same beads in the opposite direction.

7. Attach the ears by sliding the ear wires done into the beads on the head. Weave through
a second row to secure. Repeat to make a second ear.

Everyone loves ladybugs! Kids love them because th ey are colorful
and easy to catch. Gardeners and farmers love them because they eat aphids
which destroy crops.

Did you know?

Ladybugs are actually a beetle which is an insect.

There are more insects on Earth than any other kind of animal.

Ladybugs are more than just pretty visitors to the garden.

The life cycle of the ladybug is between four to six weeks.

In the spring the adults lay up to three hundred eggs in an aphid
colony

The eggs hatch in two to five days.

The newly hatched larvae feed on aphids for up to three weeks, and
then they enter the pupa stage.

The adult ladybug emerges about a week later.

They usually do not have their spots for their first 24 hours of
adulthood.

Spray a plastic spoon with nonstick cooking spray. Fill the spoon with plaster of paris.
After the plaster has hardened, pop it out of the spoon. Use fine sandpaper to smooth
the edges if you need to. Use red and black paint to decorate the plaster oval to look
like a ladybug. Glue a pin back or magnet strip onto the back of the ladybug.

Body- 1 layer 8x8 or 9x9 round cake - baked according to directions

Head- 1 cupcake
1. Place head and body close together, frost with red frosting.
2. Add brown M&M's for the spots, black gumdrops for the eyes and black  shoestring
licorice for antennae.

Make a lady bug antennae with a plastic headband, pipe cleaners, and styro foam balls.
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Get large, dried lima beans and paint them red. Use a black sharpie pen to draw
on the ladybug's spots. Use them for game pieces, etc.

Red and black Fimo clay »

Tie tack back or pin (sold at most craft and bead stores)

1. To make one, roll a lima bean-size piece of red clay into a round ladybug
body and press it securely onto the flat surface of the tie tack back or pin.

2. From a lentil-size piece of black clay, shape a head and press it onto the
body.

3. Use athin log of black clay to create a centerline on the bug's body and
rounded bits of black clay to make spots.

4. Bake the decorated tack (an adult's job) according to the directions on the
clay package, let cool and the tack is ready to wear.
