Science and Technology

Sound . Explore how sound travels in the form of vibrations.

Materials for pair of Brownies:
2 containers (yogurt-cups, disposable plastic glasses, tin cans)
4m long piece of string,
scissors.

Step 1) Organize the Brownies into pairs. Give each girl a container.

Step 2) An adult should poke a small hole in the bottom of each container with the
scissors.

Step 3) Help the 1st Brownie to push one end of the string through the hole in the bottom of her
container and tie a knot. Then, have the 2nd Brownie push the other end of the string through
the hole in the bottom of her container and tie a knot.

Step 4) Each girl takes a container and they step apart until the string is tight. The 1st Brownie

should talk slowly and clearly into her container while the 2" Brownie holds her container to her
ear. Take turns talking and listening.

Why:
1. The sound of the Brownie’s voice causes the container to vibrate, which causes the
string to vibrate, which causes the container at the other end to vibrate, which the 2nd
Brownie hears as sound.

2. Does it work if the string isn't tight?

Girl Guides of Canada-Yukon Council has launched a new badge program,
called the Climate Change Challenge .

There are four badges available: Pink Border - Sparks; Orange Border - Brownies;

Light Blue Border - Guides; Navy Blue Border - Pathfinders/Sr. Branches.
These badges will be available for ten years, so you can earn the badge below with
your Units, i.e. Brownies can earn orange one year and pink the next.

11. Give four reasons why the Heritage River in your Province is significant in Canadian
history.

12. Visit a fish hatchery or fish farm and become familiar with the appearance and
behaviour of some of our game fish, or name five of the most caught fish in your
Province or Canada.

13. Eutrophic lakes are fascinating aquatic habitats for many plants, animal species and
insects. Explain why that is so.

14. Summer water use restrictions are essential in many communities. Give five
conservation practices that your family achieves to conserve water.

15. Every home medicine cabinet is a public health concern. Give examples of how
drugs affect our water supplies.

16. Plan an activity that raises awareness for the protection of rare plants and animals
in your Province.

17. Take the One-Tonne Challenge. Explain how your family or community is helping
to protect our climate and air quality.

18. Why are wetlands important? Take a field trip to a wetland in your community that is
protected, and explain what you enjoyed most on your outing.

MEETING PLANNER

GATHERING ACTIVITY:

Roll-on Body Glitter available for girls to put on if they choose so they can
glitter at our circus.

Decorating popcorn bags — each Spark and friend to be provided with a white paper
lunch bag that they can color with a circus theme. Once done, the bag will be filled with
air-popped popcorn and sealed with a circus sticker for safe transport home.

Opening Song “Sparks Jump Up”.

CRAFT
Masquerade Masks
0 Mask base pre-cut from paper plates and hot glued to large craft sticks.
o Girls to decorate their own mask with feathers, buttons, sequins, stickers, pom-poms
and whatever else we can find in our craft bins!

CIRCUS GAMES

Musical Hoops - Like musical chairs, only hoopier. To play you need a hoola-hoop and
some music. Players stand in a circle holding hands with a hoola-hoop hanging on one
person's arm. We used 3 hula-hoops placed randomly throughout our large circle. A
Guider starts the music and players pass the hoop to the next person by wiggling
through it. Players must keep holding hands.

Clown Relay: Divide the group into two teams. Position each at the starting line and
about 15-20 feet away have a finish line. At the finish line have two similar clown outfits
for each team - this can include huge shorts, oversized shirt, suspenders, a wig, a hat,
huge pair of shoes, a clown nose, a bow tie, jumbo glasses, etc. Once the whistle is
blown the first person on each team needs to run to the finish line, put on all the clown
clothes, run back, strip and tag the next player who puts on the outfit, runs to the finish
line and back, etc. The first team to complete the relay is the winning team.

Tightrope Walkers: Make a tightrope on the ground using a long piece of lumber.
Elevate it just a bit by placing both edges on bricks on both sides. Then the girls get to
walk the tightrope. To make it a bit more challenging let them hold an umbrella. You can
also take big hula hoops, attach red, orange and yellow streamers (as if fire) and let
them walk the tightrope and jump through the hoop of fire.
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Balloon Pop Relay: POP goes the balloon - POP goes the relay! Give one balloon to
each player and form two teams. Put two chairs at one end of the playing field and have
the two teams stand on the other end. The first players of each team have to hold the
balloon and run with it to a chair. When they get to the chair, they have to sit on the
balloon and try to pop it. When they pop the balloon, they run back to their team and the
next person goes. The first team to pop all of their balloons wins! For girls that were
afraid to sit and pop, Guiders assisted with pins!

1. Using photograph as a size guide, trim cardboard to make the four sides of the frame. A paper cutter will give

2. you straighter cuts than scissors.

3. Place your cardboard pieces around your photograph to be sure they are the right size. You will also need a piece of
cardboard for the back of your picture frame. Use the pieces you just cut as a guide to determine the size of your
backing. Trace and cut out back.

4. Turn decorative paper or fabric right side down on your work surface. Place cardboard pieces on paper or fabric
and lightly trace around the cardboard with a pencil.

5. Cut out the patterns you just created. Turning fabric or paper right side up, glues them to the cardboard.

When applying the glue, use a sponge, paintbrush or your finger to spread the glue evenly over the cardboard so
that you don’t have gaps or bumps.

6. Line up your cardboard pieces onto your backing to help you position your photo. Glue photo to the backing.

7. Glue the frame pieces around the photo.

8. Position buttons in each corner to create flowers. Use one color for the center of the flower, and five of another
color for the petals. Glue in place once you have them where you want them.

9. Tie a bow in the center of string or ribbon. Glue the tails to the back of the frame.

10. You can also glue a magnet to the back of the frame if you like, or use the magnet instead of the ribbon hanger.

Helpful hints: You can find paper mache frames at most craft and discount department stores. If using a purchased frame,
use it as a guide to cut your fabric or paper and glue in place. For smaller children, instead of gluing fabric to the frame pieces,
have them color, draw or paint a pattern on construction paper.

If you already have several buttons on hand, pick your fabric or paper based on the colors you already have. Buttons can
be found in the sewing department of craft and discount department stores in many different colors and package sizes.

Ingredients:

1/3 cup (75 mL) butter, softened

1/3 cup (75 mL) granulated sugar

1/3 cup (75 mL) light brown sugar

legg

1 tsp (5 mL) vanilla extract

3/4 cup (175 mL) all purpose flour

3/4 cup (175 mL) rolled oats (regular or quick cooking, but not
instant)

1/2 tsp (2 mL) baking powder

1/4 tsp (1 mL) baking soda

1/2 cup (125 mL) semisweet chocolate chips

prepared icing (store bought or homemade) for decorating

Cooking Instructions:

1. Preheat the oven to 375°F (190°C). Line a cook ie sheet or pizza pan with baking parchment
paper and lightly grease the paper.

2. In a large bowl with an electric mixer, beat together the butter, granulated sugar and brown
sugar until creamy. Add the egg and the vanilla and continue beating until the mixture is very
smooth and light — about two minutes.

3. In another bowl, stir together the flour, oats, baking powder and baking soda. Add this mixture
to the butter mixture and beat just until combined. Stir in the chocolate chips.

4. With a pencil, draw a 10-inch (25 cm) circle on the parchment paper. If you want to make
your cookie into a different shape (see suggestions below) draw that shape instead. Remember
— as it bakes, the batter will spread slightly, so leave enough room for expansion. Use the 10-
inch (25 cm) circle as a rough guide to how large a cookie you can make. Baked, a 10-inch (25
cm) cookie will expand to about 12-inches (30 cm).

5. Dump the batter in the center of the pencil shape and spread it out evenly to the edges. The
batter should be about one-quarter inch (.5 cm) thick. Place in the preheated oven and bake for
12 to 14 minutes — or until very lightly browned. Remove pan from oven and let cool for about 5
minutes. Gently slide the parchment paper onto a rack and let the cookie cool completely before
decorating.

Cookie ideas:
Bake a giant cookie in a special shape and decorate it. Some ideas:

- Shirt with necktie - T-shirt with favorite sports team logo

- Sports car or truck - Trophy cup

- Hat - Portrait of Dad!

- Toolbox - Football, baseball, basketball, golf ball or soccer ball

- Musical instrument
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How kids can help: - Mix up the batter and spread it in the pan

- Decorate the cookie especially for Dad
